2. Materials received later than the second Thursday in April will not be      
   considered. 
 
3. It is the responsibility of each applicant to request that their High                   
    School forward a transcript of grades, including class rank if      
    available, and a letter of recommendation from a school faculty  
    member to the Scholarship Committee. Without this information, the  
    application will not be considered.
